On 23 July 2024, you contacted the Ministry for Pacific Peoples (the Ministry) requesting under 

the Official Information Act 1982 (OIA), information regarding the dealings by the Ministry with 

Indigenous Design and Innovation Aotearoa. I have outlined your specific requests and my 

responses below.  

We request the following information: 

1. Any work done for your organisation by Indigenous Design and Innovation Aotearoa.

Please include all relevant information to each project undertaken including business

cases, correspondence, explanatory notes, reports and any other relevant source.

The Ministry contracted the services of Indigenous Design and Innovation Aotearoa in 2019 

and have not employed their services since then. The purpose of this contract was to rebrand 

and rename the Ministry’s bespoke programme, the Pacific Employment Support Service 

(PESS). The programme is now called Tupu Aotearoa. 

I have appended four documents that are within the scope of your request (refer to Appendix 

1). Note that some information has been withheld under:  

• section 9(2)(a) of the OIA to protect the privacy of natural persons and

• section 9(2)(b)(ii) of the OIA to protect information where the making available of the

information would be likely unreasonably to prejudice the commercial position of the

person who supplied or who is the subject of the information.

I am satisfied that there are no other public interest considerations that render it desirable to 

make the information withheld under section 9 of the OIA available.
