Budget 2019 – the first budget based around 
wellbeing priorities – embodies the values 
and aspirations laid out in Pacific Aotearoa 
Lalanga Fou, a report the Ministry for 
Pacific Peoples published last year setting 
out a vision for a future of opportunity and 
prosperity for all Pacific people.

Budget 2019 allocates $20.04m for the 
Ministry for Pacific Peoples (the Ministry) 
together with Pacific communities to 
support more people to learn their 
language.

Budget 2019 allocates $14.49m to extend 
the successful Pacific Employment 
Support Service to cover wider Auckland, 
Wellington and Christchurch. This means 
we will reach more than 2,200 Pacific 

young people with the potential to benefit 
from potentially life-changing work and 
learning opportunities.
